


As a listing is entered into the system, it is placed on top of  1.	
the property record so that the broker only needs to add his 
or her specific listing criteria.  

When the listing is sold or leased, the information is re-2.	
corded with the property record for future reference and 
analytics.  

The property and its transaction record are maintained 3.	
permanently so the information is retained and accessible by 
all the members of  the CIE.    

Recorded property details include history related to the sale 4.	
and/or leasing of  the property, as well as changes in the 
physical characteristics, value and condition of  the property.  

Since the property record grows with reported transactions, 5.	
as Brokers list the property or lease space within the prop-
erty, CIE system users are assured of  accessing accurate and 
timely history for the correct property.

The ePD system checks for duplications and other anoma-6.	
lies in the system in order to provide users with an optimal 
experience.

ePD’s turnkey solution includes a researcher who is respon-7.	
sible for monitoring and enriching the property-centric 
records with changes and transaction information. 

Due to the complex data that is accumulated for a spec8.	 ific 
property, users are able to generate detailed reports and 
reliable property analytics.  On “day one” users are starting 
to build a reliable resource for building history reports, lease 
rate history reports, available space reports, building square 
footage reports, available spaces and sublet spaces, list price 
and sale price reports among others. 

Alternatively ePD provides a solution that enables the CIE 9.	
users to self-report transaction history along with certain 
“behavior” driving incentives that encourage users to report 
transactions in exchange for access to other comparables on 
the system.  

Features of an ePD Property-Centric CIE

Features of a Listing Centric CIE
A listing-centric CIE is not a true and comprehensive record 1.	
of  the property information nor does it include transaction 
information.
Parcel numbers, addresses and suites could be loaded into 2.	
the system or be searched by multiple sources thereby creat-
ing potential inaccuracies.

3.	 A listing-centric system often creates duplicates and 
	 errors that make it impossible to create and rely on 
	 market-based analytics and reports.
4.	 In a listing-centric system there could potentially be
	  many “listings” of  the same property which basically
	  makes for a chaotic compilation of  data.
5.	 Users of  a listing-centric system typically have to 
	 double-check and re-research to make sure they are 
	 looking at the correct (if  it exists) property information.
6.	 Most users of  a listing-centric system have to hire 
	 researchers to accumulate the property and transaction 
	  data because it is so labor intensive to search and track.
